THEATRE LOVERS PLEASE NOTE  
     Michael Frayn's Tony Award Winning Play, 
"Copenhagen" will be performed in the church 
sanctuary at 7:30 P.M., on February 16th. The 
cast: Margot M., Don M., and Ted V. This 
powerful play is a reimagining of the explosive 
wartime meeting between two Nobel Laureates 
in 1941, before the atomic bomb was 
built. Werner Heisenberg and Niels Bohr were 
old friends and close colleagues who had revo-
lutionized atomic physics during the 
1920s.  But by 1941 the world had changed, 
and the two men were on opposite sides of a 
world war. Their meeting in Copenhagen, 
where Heisenberg had traveled to pose a burn-
ing question to Bohr,  resulted in the tragic loss 
of their deep friendship.  And in the end, Ger-
many's failure to produce the bomb is comple-
mented by America's success, thus opening the 
potential for nuclear annihilation and a dark-
ness that now haunts the human soul. 
     Tickets will be available at the door for 
those who would like to attend the perform-
ance, but didn't bid on it at our recent auc-
tion.  The price is $15.00.  Refreshments will 
be served after the performance, when the cast 
will be present for questions, comments, and 
discussion.
