RIVEREDGE CLEANUP, MAY 19

The Social Justice Committee of the U-
U Church of Kent is planning another river-
edge cleanup for River Day, Saturday May
19, 9:00 AM. Thisyear, instead of picking
up trash, efforts will be directed toward con-
trolling garlic mustard, a highly invasive spe-
ciesthat is driving out much native vegeta-
tion along the river.

Garlic mustard spreads very fagt, its seeds
are very persistent, and the roots quickly re-
generate. It grows rapidly in early spring,
from seeds distributed in the last five or more
years. It bloomsin April and May, scatters
seeds and dries away to unattractive bare
stalks by midsummer. Deer don't likeiit, and
eat more native plantsin order to avoid
it. The plants are easily identified, not toxic
or prickly. The best way to keep it in check
isto pull the plants up by the roots, put them
in plastic bags and take them away. The ma-
jor aternative is using the systemic poison
glyphosate -- Roundup -- not an optionin a
public park or near our church or river. For
