IN THE SPRING AND SUMMER? 
June 8 Activities: 
     Many of you know Lake Pymatuning, just an hour and a half away, on the 
border of Ohio and Pennsylvania. For many it is a place for fishing and beaches, 
but, like Walden there is much more. Come and join us as we explore the 
marshes of Pymatuning State Park to see the birds and wild life there and to 
experience the swamps as a sacred place.  
 What will we be doing? Ed S. has found the wonderful Wildlife Learning Cen-
ter and its rangers: it is a place for children of all ages and adults to find out 
about the wildlife in the area- including the eagle nests. After a silent walk 
along a nature trail and a chance to watch a fish feeding, we shall be exploring a

swamp environment.
