VISUALIZING PEACE 
     Following the services on to-
day,  September 23, from 1:00 to 
3:00 PM, you are invited to attend 
a Kent community open house for 
an exhibit of children’s drawings 
on display in the church sanctuary 
September 8 - September 29. For 
this exhibit, Dr. Kathy Walker 
and her research partners asked 
children, ages 3 to 18, living in 
Ohio, Northern Ireland, and Israel 
to draw pictures of war and peace. 
Approximately 30 drawings were 
selected for the exhibit, first 
shown in 2005 at Kent State’s 
annual Symposium on Democ-
racy. After a brief introduction to 
the art work, participants attend-
ing the open house will contribute 
to a dialogue inspired by chil-
dren’s understanding of peace and 
war.

SEPTEMBER SPECIAL OFFERING 
     The Social Justice Committee has 
designated today, September  23rd for 
this month's special offering, which will 
be taken to support the anti-death pen-
alty rally at the State Capitol (the larg-
est rally of this kind ever held), 
"STAND UP for an END TO EXECU-
TIONS" to be held Wed, Sept 26, 2007. 
      The coordinating organization is 
Ohioans to Stop Execution (OTSE). 
OTSE was founded in 1987. Its purpose 
is to end the use of capital punishment 
in the state of Ohio through education. 
The views of the members that underlie 
that purpose are many but can be sum-
marized in two broad categories of op-
position, 1) a moral commitment to life 
that precludes the purposeful killing of 
any human being and/or, 2) recognition 
that the death penalty, as it is being 
implemented in Ohio, is not fair, fails 
to serve its legal purposes, and is over-
whelmingly imposed on indigent, mi-
nority, underprivileged and disadvan-
taged members of society.

THE TRUTH ABOUT  
GLOBAL WARMING  
      Tom M., Emeritus Professor of 
Chemistry at Kent State Univer-
sity, will be presenting research 
about global warming at the 
UUCK on Friday, Oct 5, at 
7.00p. He has been following the 
literature on global warming for 25 
years. After giving the facts about 
global warming, Myers will focus 
on what we should be doing to 
mitigate it.

WHERE’S WALDEN? EXPLAINED 
     “Where’s Walden?”  is an inter-
generational outdoor experience 
that has been celebrated by mem-
bers of the Kent UU church since 
June 1996. Its purpose is “ to rees-
tablish or reaffirm our deep con-
nection with nature - a sustaining 
spiritual bond celebrated by our 
Transcendentalist forbears, notably 
Henry David Thoreau.”  It involves 
“knowledge, observation, partici-
pation, silence, celebration, and 
action”  [for the environment], all 
organized around the life and ideas 
of Thoreau, hence the name of the 
day.  
     Men, women, and children, 
members and friends, enjoy a Wal-
den Day nearly every season of the 
year. Outdoor worship and a shared 
meal always are included. Some-
times its a weekend camping trip, 
like the one this fall on October 
5,6, and 7 at Chapman State Park 
in Pennsylvania. Stop by the bulle-
tin board on Fessenden Hall for 
further details, including direc-
tions, a camping equipment check-
list, and a somewhat longer version 
of this explanation.
