For Everyone: 
     The County Clothing Center is receiving un-
precedented quantities of donations at this time, and 
the pool of community-service workers is down. 
They need extra volunteers to help sort clothing, 
shoes, household goods and toys, hang and display 
items, and to serve customers at the check-out 
desk.. As much as 30 tons of stuff goes through the 
center each month. Everything is free to customers, 
and the center runs entirely on volunteers, with only 
a paid program director. 
     This is an extraordinary opportunity to help 
people in need of clothes and equipment for living, 
to protect the environment by limiting the amount 
of stuff going to landfills, and to help people recy-
cle usable goods within our community to reduce 
energy costs and consumption. It is also rewarding 
– and fun – to work with other volunteers and cus-
tomers from all walks of life.  
     Our church has a small team that works the sec-
ond and fourth Wednesdays a month, but anyone 
can volunteer any days M-F from 10AM to 2PM, or 
T-Th evenings 6-8PM.
