A YEAR OF DISCERNMENT:
CONGREGATIONAL COVENANTING PART |

Nearly 50 church members gathered on Sunday, Octo-
ber 14 for our first congregational covenanting session.
We began with a delectable shared meal salad bar pre-
pared by Bonnie E.. Following lunch, Rev. Melissa Car-
vill-Ziemer led us through the beginning of a process of
discernment that will culminate eventually in the adoption
of achurch covenant as well as statements of mission and
vision. Individually and then in small groups we clarified
our most important core values and spent time reflecting
on what gifts we bring to the congregation, what we cher-
ish in the congregation, and what promises we wish to
make and receive from the congregation. These reflec-
tions became the basis for drafting preliminary statements
of covenant, or a shared understanding of how we agree
to be together as a congregation. We looked at examples
from several other U-U churches, and then worked in
eight small groups to offer written phrases capturing the
values and promisesidentified earlier.

The Master Plan Committee and members of the Com-
mittee on Ministry met with Rev. Carvill-Ziemer on Octo-
ber 16 to attempt a synthesis of the work of these eight
small groupsinto one draft covenant. We identified
themes that emerged among the eight drafts and generated
adraft covenant reflective of those themes and the under-
lying core values. The draft covenant is as follows:

** DRAFT COVENANT **

We come from many backgrounds to form one
song from different voices.

We come as we are; to create and sustain awel-
coming community of solace, peace, respect and
support; to feel a sense of connectedness; to give of
our time, talent and treasure.

We come to grow spiritually and intellectualy; to
discover possibilities; to serve the world no less than
to savor; to remember our capacity for wholeness.

We promiseto love, laugh, lead, listen and learn.
