M ARCH SPECIAL COLLECTION,  
FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE  
INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE OF 
THE RED CROSS/RED CRESCENT 
     Today's special collection will go 
to the humanitarian efforts and ser-
vices  of the Red Cross/Red Cres-
cent in Iraq.       
     In 2008, Iraq is the ICRC's big-
gest humanitarian operation world-
wide, with increased emergency 
assistance for the civilian population 
affected by the conflict. This in-
cludes the provision of emergency 
relief, support to hospitals dealing 
with large-scale emergencies as well 
as efforts to improve health care for 
the population and maintain vital 
water and sanitation infrastructure. 
The ICRC’s protection activities 
place particular focus on people 
detained or interned by the multina-
tional forces or by Iraqi authorities; 
this includes helping them maintain 
links with their families. 
     It also gives support to physical 
rehabilitation centers in Iraq, pro-
vides help for displaced civilians 
and has started some livelihood pro-
grams to help people become self-
sufficient.  
     Present in Iraq since 1980, the 
ICRC is also involved in efforts to 
establish what happened to people 
affected by conflicts involving Iraq 
since that time and whose subse-
quent fate is unknown.
