Sixty months after the invasion of Irag, War & Life Lost — A Program of Reflection & Re-
membrance will be offered Friday, March 28th at 7:30 PM at the Unitarian Universalist Church
of Kent, 228 Gougler Avenue (Rt. 43 north).

The program, noting the anniversary of the Iraq War, is sponsored by the church's Social Jus-
tice Committee. It will use words and music to reflect on the morality of war, and to honor the
memory of all those whose lives have been sacrificed.

Featured will be Trio #13 in E-flat Minor: Passacaglia and Fugue Dedicated to the Victims of
Bush and bin Laden by Cincinnati composer Rick Sowash.
