     The Unitarian Universalist 
Service Committee and the Uni-
tarian Universalist Association 
have joined to launch a humani-
tarian relief fund to help survi-
vors of the recent Myanmar 
(formerly known as Burma) cy-
clone (Cyclone Nargis). Both 
organizations strive to coordinate 
strategic response to natural or 
man-made humanitarian crises, 
especially when rights are threat-
ened or when those in need are 
overlooked or neglected by tradi-
tional relief approaches. Aid, 
coordinated through the UUSC, 
will be channeled to humanitar-
ian relief work in an effort to 
help survivors - especially those 
left out of traditional relief 
strategies - regain their lives and 
livelihoods.

RIVER  DAY  
GARLIC M USTARD PULL - MAY 17 
     The Social Justice Committee is planning a 
Garlic Mustard Pull on River Day, Saturday 
May 17, between 9AM and noon.  Garlic mus-
tard is a highly invasive species that is driving 
out much native vegetation along the river, in 
parks and on untended green places all over 
Ohio.  
      Garlic mustard spreads very fast and the 
roots quickly regenerate. It blooms in April and 
May, scatters seeds and dries away to unattrac-
tive bare stalks by midsummer.  Deer don't like 
it, and eat more native plants in order to avoid 
it.  The plants are easily identified, not toxic or 
prickly.  Because its seeds are so persistent and 
not killed by composting, it must be pulled up 
by the roots and put in plastic bag and buried in 
landfills.  The major alternative is using the 
systemic poison glyphosate -- Roundup  -- not 
an option near our church, river, homes or in 
public parks   For more information Google

      On River Day we will have a table in the 
F&CS parking lot (across the street from the 
church) at 9AM  where people can pick up in-
structions and plastic bags and weigh in their 
bags. Individuals and teams may work 
along the riveredge trail (though last year's ef-
fort greatly reduced the infestation near the 
trail) from Crain Ave to Fred Fuller Park and in 
nearby public areas in the downtown 
area.  Kent Parks will pick up the bags after the 
event.   
      The formal River Day program will be held 
at 10AM behind the Family & Community Ser-
vices building.  
      This is an excellent intergenerational, 
hands-on community-service activity 
for everyone in our congregation. All you need 
is work gloves and appropriate clothing.  Garlic 
mustard is not irritating or toxic in any way, but 
it often grows alongside poison ivy.
