SPECIAL COLLECTION TODAY  
     Immediately after this week's 
earthquake struck, the Red Cross 
Society of China (RCSC) began to 
mobilize a relief operation for this 
disaster. The American Red Cross 
has been in touch with the RCSC 
and the International Federation of 
Red Cross and Red Crescent Socie-
ties, and stands prepared to provide 
relief supplies, delegates or finan-
cial assistance, as needed.  
     On May 12, the International 
Federation allocated nearly US 
$240,000 from the Disaster Re-
sponse Emergency Fund (DREF) 
to help the RCSC deliver immedi-
ate assistance.  
     You can help those affected by 
countless crises around the world 
each year by making a financial 
gift to the American Red Cross 
International Response Fund, 
which will provide immediate re-
lief and long-term support through 
supplies, technical assistance and 
other support to help those in need.  
     This morning's Special Collec-
tion will go to aid the efforts of the 
American Red Cross International 
Response Fund to help deliver aid 
to those affected by the earthquake.
